In the Bonsai Classes, the age of the Exhibit
should be included with the name.

There are bottles provided (soft drink bottles); however, you may use a container of your own choice. This container
must be of clear glass for the cut flower classes. Specimen flowers must have their own stem and foliage. No stems
longer than 70cm please. Pack the stem in the bottle neck using kitchen towel or oasis so that the stem is held firm for
judging and display purposes.

Foliage plants are judged on the quality and appearance of leaves and stems. Flowering plants are judged for their
display of flowers but should not show obvious foliage damage. Do not put oil on leaves of plants, leaves should be
cleaned of all dirt but not coated in anything.

Ingredients: 250g (802z) plain flour
2509 (802) sultanas 60g (202) self raising flour
2509 (80z) raisins snipped Y. teaspoon grated nutmeg
into 2 or 3 pieces 14 teaspoon ground ginger
2509 (80z) currants ¥ teaspoon ground cloves
125g (40z) chopped mixed peel 2509 (80z) butter
90g (30z) red glace cherries chopped 2509 (80z) soft brown sugar
into 4 to 6 pieces % teaspoon lemon essence or
90g (30z) blanched almonds chopped finely grated lemon rind
cross-wise into 3 or 4 pieces 14 teaspoon almond essence
1/3 cup sherry or brandy Y teaspoon vanilla essence
4 large eggs
Method:
¢ Mix together all the fruits and nuts and sprinkle with the sherry or brandy.
e Cover and leave for at least 1 hour, but preferably overnight.
e Sift together the flours and spices.
e Cream, together the butter and sugar with the essences.
¢ Add the eggs one at a time, beating well after each addition.
e Alternately add the fruit and flour mixtures and mix thoroughly. The mixture should be stiff enough to

support a wooden spoon.
Place the mixture into a prepared tin no larger than 20cm (8”) and bake in a slow oven for
approximately 3% — 4 hours. Allow the cake to cool in the tin
